5.Copy the Updated files to their appropriate locations. NOTE: Some files need to be copied

 to several locations. 

6.Bug fixes related to NT Impersonation require reinstalling the ZACAgent with the WMSETUP

 install utility on all local NT client machines.

7.Restart/Reload all McAfee Enterprise Services or NLMs.

Bug Fixes and Issues Addressed

· This Update now supports the Novell IntraNetWare Client version 4.11a

· There was a problem delivering packages to Windows 3.X machines that ran the Distribution Agent from a Novell Login script. The agent might not install the VirusScan for Windows 3.X client package. A change was made to the SXPDOSN*.EXE files to detect packages destined to OS=Windows 3.X client Advanced Option and add the new native 16-bit SXPWIN16.EXE to the WIN.INI 'run=' line.

· There was a problem with the Microsoft IE 4.0 shell extensions and NT Impersonation working properly. This has been addressed in the ZACAgent.

· There was a problem with the WMSETUP support files that would prevent NT 3.51 machines from being able to install the ZAC Agent to a workstation if  the machine connection required an ADMIN$ share password (not a member of the current domain).

· There was a problem related to installing the product to an NT server that was a BDC and Impersonation working properly. This has been corrected.

· There was a potential of receiving invalid error messages from the ZACAgent install utility, WMSETUP, if the remote connection was a slow connection.

· There was a potential problem if the Install directory was changed. Impersonation would fail until the ZACAGENT account was deleted and recreated by the SiteExpress NLM or Service. The patched version now recreates the account when the NLM or service is restarted.

· There was a problem where NT Impersonation was picking up the Local machine name and not the Login name. Packages might not be delivered to the logged in user.

· The Distribution agent now displays a wait status using the File Status filecopy thermometer to display QuickScript ShellWait function status.

· There was a potential problem with the SITEXPRS.NLM not cleaning up Mail directories on a NetWare server for accounts that it created and deleted as part of it's Tree Build function.

· There were problems with installing to and running the product from an NT Backup Domain controller. These have been addressed.

· There were problems with creating the ZACAGENT account on NetWare 4.X servers. One problem was related to not creating the Bindery account in the same container the NLM was configured for. The other was timing related to the ZACAGENT account properties not being added because the account was not fully established.

Bug Fixes and Issues Addressed

· There are changes to the QuickScript functions that would make the current versions of the Distribution Agents and QuickScript editor to support future updated McAfee AntiVirus packages.

· There were a number of problems related to NT Impersonation Initialization and Network function call using the Novell IntraNetWare Clients. NOTE: This version of WINMETRNT.EXE does not support Software Metering but does require the support of the SITEMETR daemon.

· There is an issue with Setting the NDS login for the SITEXPRS.NLM in Server System Settings to a NDS container that is not the 1st context set with the "SET BINDERY CONTEXT=" option. Impersonation would fail because the ZACAGENT account does not reside in the 1st Bindery Context container.  If you reorder the Bindery Context order to set the container that the NLM is using 1st, Impersonation will work using the correct ZACAGENT account.
